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Storyline


The school receive an email/visit from Seabird Centre asking children if they have seen a missing Gannet who has not returned from his migration. Children start a campaign to find Gary. Gary is found hiding at school. He has lost his way and is exhausted from flying so would like to stay with the children for a while. Children teach Gary all about school and he loves it so much he wants to stay. Children then have to find out about Gary’s home and show him why it is best he goes back to be with all the other Gannets. Children then visit the Scottish Seabird Centre to return Gary and see all his friends. This can also be adapted to be done with Percy the Puffin. On booking a visit The Seabird Centre will send a puppet and letters to support the storyline ( if available the education officer may be able to visit to introduce the missing bird concept.)
