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Overview: Throughout this topic children will learn about the environment of the seashore and the animals that live there. To add breadth and depth to this topic, children can progress to learning about the importance of coastal conservation.

Research seashore plants and animals using www, topic books and CD Roms


Investigate Seashore habitats linked to Wanted Ad in Literacy.


In preparation for visit to beach,


Draw what they expect to find there and then draw what they actually found.








Expressive Arts 


Wax etching – rainbow stripes using crayon, paint over in black and etch out pattern for fish 


3D stuffed fish 


Investigate line by drawing shells using charcoal and chalk first then coloured pencil on another.


Make a shell using plasticine to create a mould, then fill it with plaster of Paris, dry and decorate


Look at print of Van Gogh’s Sainte Marie de-la-Mer and visit Tate online to appreciate JMW Turner’s seascapes.


Create Wave art using thick paint and combs.


Create own seashore sound scape effects for class list of doing words using percussion and voice. – waves, gulls, sand, pebbles, shells etc


Listen to and appreciate Handel’s Water Music and Debussy’s La Mer.


Create movements linked to seashore


Limpet game ( seaside school)


Make a rockpool diorama in a shoe box 


Act out roles in Seaside Shop








Literacy


Design and make own seaside compound word puzzles (sandcastle, seaside, seashore, seagull, starfish, seashell, starlight, lighthouse, seaweed, seahorse) 


Create a class word bank of doing words typical of seashore life.


Create a Wanted Ad for a seashore animal looking for a home (linked to Sharing a Shell book by Julia Donaldson – song online)


Write a postcard 


Identify features of non-fiction books and use this language whilst using books


Create a class Seashore Fact book about seashore plants and animals after reading non-fiction books


Acrostic group poem SEASHORE


Use seashore themed sentence cards in small groups to develop story writing.


Make a zig-zag book for ‘A Day at the Seaside’ 


Write about feelings after reading the Rainbow Fish story. 


Read/listen to a rockpool rap - ORT

Investigate the difference between fresh and sea water by dropping coloured fresh and salt water onto foil leaving to dry then compare results 


Investigate the change in the state of water with a change in temperature
